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This annual honor is to recognize music teachers in Missouri who have demonstrated excellence in the teaching of Music.

Criteria:

· Must have a minimum of fifteen years of active teaching in Music Education.

· At least ten years of the fifteen years must have been spent as a Music Educator in a public or private institution in Missouri.

· Each candidate must be a current member of MMEA/NAfME and have been a member of MMEA for at least ten years.

· The candidate’s school program must show evidence of musical growth and consistent quality of teaching during the candidate’s tenure.
· This award is intended to award and recognize outstanding teaching in all areas and not be awarded solely based on performing ensemble recognition.   

Method of Nomination:

· The eleven MMEA District Presidents will recommend one or two candidates from each district to the President-Elect for consideration. 
· MMEA membership is encouraged to make nominations through their District Presidents.  District Presidents should narrow nominations from each District to one or two candidates. 

· The application should be completed by each District President.  Applications can be found at www.mmea.net.
· Each District President will be asked to complete a recommendation form that is part of the application. 

· Each application should be accompanied by at least two letters of recommendation.  It is recommended but not required that at least one letter of recommendation be completed by a current administrator or supervisor.  These letters are in addition to the District President recommendation.
· All applications and materials must be submitted by November 1, of each year. 

· All materials and letters of recommendation should be mailed via ground mail carrier to Brian Reeves, MMEA President-Elect, by November 1, of each year.
Method of Selection:
· The seven division MMEA Vice Presidents will review all applications and submit one recipient to the MMEA President.

· MMEA President-Elect will administer this award.

Presentation:

· The MMEA President will notify the recipient of the award.

· Recognition will take place at the First General Session of the annual MMEA In-Service Workshop/Conference.

· The recipient should make arrangements to be present to accept this recognition.

· Recognition of the recipient will also appear in the May issue of MSM magazine.
